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1 Purpose
At Condell Park High School we want every student to be successful in completing their junior schooling and achieving a Record of School Achievement (RoSA). The RoSA is issued by the NSW Education Standards Authority (NESA).

This handbook outlines Condell Park High School’s assessment processes and procedures. It is our overall aim that all students are treated fairly, consistently and in accordance with NESA guidelines.
Assessment is the process of identifying, gathering and interpreting information about student learning. It is designed to provide information on student achievement and progress in each subject in relation to syllabus standards, and to report on the standard of performance reached.

NESA provides the syllabus and a set of performance descriptors for each subject. Syllabuses are available on the NESA website, https://educationstandards.nsw.edu.au/wps/portal/nesa/11-12/Understanding-the-curriculum/syllabuses-a-z
The Year 7 Assessment Handbook complies with the NESA requirements and guidelines. It is based on the Assessment, Certification and Examination (ACE) website maintained by NESA.

The purpose of assessment is to measure how much a student has learnt at a given point in time.  Teachers devise assessment programs to measure a student’s achievement towards the outcomes.  Students will demonstrate their knowledge and skills in each subject through a variety of assessment tasks, which may include projects, research tasks, practical tests, class presentations, group work and examinations. Each subject will require a different number of tasks to adequately assess students’ progress in the course.

2 School Expectations and Information 
Students are expected to:

· demonstrate the school’s RESP values of Respect, Equity, Safety and Positivity;
· be responsible, self-disciplined and a credit to their school; this is particularly important when travelling to and from school or representing the school in the community;
· wear full school uniform at all times, including travelling to and from school and on school activities;
· maintain our high standard of behaviour by following all school rules and responsibilities, be polite and considerate;
· apply self-discipline to work and be motivated independently and apply themselves to their studies to the best of their ability; and
· be on time for each class in order to meet RoSA requirements for application to studies.
The Deputy Principals will monitor students’ attitude, academic performance and attendance.  If there are any concerns, parents will be notified and parent interviews will be conducted to discuss any issues.
2.1 Attendance

· regular attendance at school for every student is essential if students are to achieve their potential, and increase their career and life options; and
· students are expected to attend all timetabled lessons.  If a student is absent because of illness or for some other acceptable reason, a note giving the reason for the absence must be brought to the office on the first day of return from absence.
2.2 Homework
Homework plays an integral part in the overall assessment for learning, as it assists in achieving learning outcomes. It is also reported in the Semester 1 and Semester 2 reports.

At Condell Park High School, there is an expectation that students will:
-
be given suitable homework tasks;
-
complete these tasks on time to the best of their ability; and
-
be provided with appropriate feedback.

Some examples of homework include:

2.3 Examinations and Reports

The school has formal examinations twice a year. These make up 50% of a student’s yearly result in each subject and comprise of:

-
Half-Yearly Assessments in Term 2; and

-
Yearly Examinations in Term 4.

Reports are prepared for parents after each semester and provide the following information:

· the student’s progress and attitude in various subjects; and
· the student’s Grade, Examination Mark, Examination Rank and Course Rank.

Teachers use Course Performance Descriptors in each course to determine the grade that best describes the student’s achievement.  

The Grades and Course Performance Descriptors are as follows:
	A
	The student has an extensive knowledge and understanding of the content and can readily apply this knowledge. In addition, the student has achieved a very high level of competence in the processes and skills and can apply these skills to new situations.

	B
	The student has a thorough knowledge and understanding of the content and a high level of competence in the processes and skills. In addition, the student is able to apply this knowledge and these skills to most situations.

	C
	The student has a sound knowledge and understanding of the main areas of content and has achieved an adequate level of competence in the processes and skills.

	D
	The student has a basic knowledge and understanding of the content and has achieved a limited level of competence in the processes and skills.

	E
	The student has an elementary knowledge and understanding in few areas of the content and has achieved very limited competence in some of the processes and skills.


You are reminded of the importance of reports and the need to keep filed copies of all school reports, as these may be required for job interviews.

3 Assessment Information and Procedures
School assessment allows for the measuring of ALL of the stated learning outcomes of the Year 7 courses as contained in the syllabus documents.
Assessment measures performance throughout the whole course, including knowledge, understanding, skills and processes. Students are assessed on what they know, understand and can do.

The Assessment Handbook is issued to each student and outlines each subject’s assessment schedule for the year. Assessment schedules outline the common assessment requirements for all students in each course. The evidence teachers gather about student achievement is used for assessment of learning, which takes place at different key points in the teaching and learning cycle. It is expected that all students complete all assessment requirements for each subject studied.
Assessment:

· measures the student achievement of the course outcomes;
· measures achievement in examinable and non-examinable course outcomes;
· weightings will vary from subject to subject, but not class to class; and
· is based on student performance in assessment tasks compared to the standards for that course.
3.1 Satisfactory Completion of a Course
The satisfactory completion of a course requires the Principal to have sufficient evidence that a student has:

-
followed the course developed or endorsed by NESA;
-
applied themselves with diligence and sustained effort to the set tasks and experiences provided in the course by the school; and

-
achieved some or all of the course outcomes.

FACTORS WHICH MAY PREVENT SATISFACTORY COMPLETION OF A COURSE

· excessive rate of absence or lateness to school or classes;
· poor achievement in class tests and assessments due to lack of application and effort;
· failure to complete classwork and homework;
· failure to submit assessment tasks; and
· proven cases of plagiarism, copying and cheating.
3.2 Steps to Manage Assessment Tasks
Advice to students:
· start tasks early so that you can ask for help if you need it;
· read the task notification sheet carefully, so you are aware of all requirements;
· be aware of due dates. Keep your school diary up-to-date with all assessment activities and other commitments;
· break tasks into a series of smaller steps and set deadlines for completing each step;
· complete the Student Assessment Planning Sheet (Appendix 2);
· record the sources of information you use as you find them so that acknowledgements do not become a major task at the end;
· frequently save, back up and print any work completed on a computer. The failure of technology is NOT an acceptable reason for the late submission of work;
· keep all your earlier drafts and copies of your resources;
· keep a copy of any work you submit for working; and
· seek help from the Learning Support faculty or attend the Homework Centre (see front office for details).

3.3 Assessment Task Notifications
Assessment Task Notifications will be issued to students AT LEAST TWO (2) SCHOOL WEEKS before an assessment task is due (other than formal examinations).
Assessment Task Notifications for Year 7 will be printed on RED paper. Students must sign to acknowledge receipt of the notification. A sample Assessment Task Notification is shown in Appendix 1 of this booklet. 
The notification sheet contains the following:
· the syllabus outcomes being assessed in each task;

· the date due at least two weeks after receipt of notification;

· instructions on how to complete the task; and
· the success criteria and completion guidelines that will be used in each task.
Students will receive ongoing support and feedback at different check points.  Teachers will provide students with explicit, timely feedback on their performance and on how to improve.
3.4 Submission of Assessment Tasks

All assessment tasks must be submitted at the beginning of the lesson on the due date, unless an alternate time is specified on the task notification sheet. Tasks submitted after the lesson will be deemed late and incur a penalty. 

When submitting a task, students must:

· attach the RED Assessment Task Notification Cover Page to their task;
· ensure their name and their teacher’s name is on the Cover Page;
· sign and date the student confirmation; and 

· complete the details on the receipt.
Teachers will sign the receipt and provide it to the student upon submission of task.  

Tasks completed at home must be submitted directly to the teacher. Students are required to keep a good copy of the submitted task. A digital back-up copy or a photocopy is acceptable. The copy will provide the student with security against loss of or damage to the submitted copy.

In the event of the teacher being unavailable, assessment tasks must be submitted to the Faculty Staffroom, or failing that, to the Deputy Principal. 
3.5 Electronic Submission of Assessment Tasks

Only submit assessment tasks electronically, by email or other digital media, if instructed by the teacher on the Assessment Task Notification.
Electronic or digitally produced tasks may be required as a hard copy on paper and submitted to the teacher by the due date. This is in addition to submission via a digital platform such as Google Classroom or Microsoft Teams.
When electronic submission does occur, the following rules will apply:
· the assessment task is readily identifiable, readable and virus free;
· it is written in applications to which school staff have ready access, and in a format that can be read by most school computers; and
· if submitting task by email, students must receive a reply from their teacher confirming work has been received. Teachers will acknowledge receipt as soon as possible. If a student does not receive a receipt then the teacher did not receive the student’s work.
An assessment task is not considered submitted if the above conditions are not met.

3.6 Student Assessment Reflection
Feedback on assessment is vital for future achievement and growth.  Teachers provide explicit feedback to students on their assessment.  Students are expected to reflect on that feedback via the student Assessment Reflection Sheet (Appendix 3).  
Students will complete the Assessment Reflection Sheet and seek assistance or discuss their feedback with their teacher. 
3.7 Failure to Submit, Undertake or Make a Serious Attempt at an Assessment Task

All tasks must be completed in order to meet course outcomes. If a student fails to complete or submit an assessment task, or fails to make a serious attempt at a task, the teacher will contact the parents, informing them of the penalty involved.  
Assessment tasks will be deemed late if they are submitted after the date and time designated by the teacher unless an Illness/Misadventure Form (Appendix 4) is provided to the teacher or Head Teacher indicating the reason the work is late.
Loss of a task, either electronic or physical, will not generally be accepted as a valid reason for late submission.
Penalties are as follows:

10% of the available marks for each day the assessment is late.
A day means any day of the week, including Saturday and Sunday e.g. an assessment task due Friday but handed in on Monday will be 3 days late and incur a 30% loss of marks.
These penalties are relevant to both in-class and take-home assessments. 

Excursions and other extra-curricular activities are not a reason for non-completion/ non-submission of an assessment task. The student must ensure that the task is submitted prior to attending the activity/excursion. If the task is an in-class assessment, arrangements must be made with the teacher prior to the excursion or activity.  
3.8  Misadventure
If something serious or unexpected happens while the student is working on an assessment task, which prevents the student from completing the task by the due date, the student should go to the Head Teacher and ask for an Illness/Misadventure Form as soon as possible.
The student must complete the form outlining the reasons for the misadventure, get the form signed by their parent/caregiver and then hand it in to the Head Teacher.

The Head Teacher assesses the circumstances and makes a recommendation. This is also discussed with the Deputy Principal and a final decision is made. This decision is then communicated to the student and the family.

Computer issues and technical problems are NOT valid grounds for misadventure. Students are expected to follow responsible practices when using technologies, including ensuring that equipment is reliable and that extra copies of the assessments are saved on a USB.
3.9 Absence from Assessment Tasks Due to Illness
It is the student’s responsibility to submit/complete all formal assessment tasks by the due date. If a student is very ill and will be absent on the day of an assessment task or examination, their parents/caregivers must telephone the school on 9709 4522 to notify staff of the circumstances.

When students are absent on the day of a formal assessment, a letter from a parent or a doctor’s certificate is to be provided. This documentation, along with a completed Illness/Misadventure Form is to be brought to the Head Teacher on the first day of return to school, irrespective of whether the student has a timetabled period in that subject that day.

If a student is aware of an upcoming absence that clashes with an assessment task, for any reason other than illness, he or she must inform the class teacher prior to this absence, where practicable (eg if the student is to represent the school in a curriculum enrichment event such as sport, debating or music, etc on that day) to make alternative arrangements. In the event of an unexpected issue (eg family illness), contact should be made with the school as soon as conveniently possible given the circumstance.

The Head Teacher of the subject concerned may:

· allow the student to undertake the same task; or

· allow the student to undertake a suitable replacement task; or

· give an estimate for that task only, based on the student’s previous achievement in the components being assessed, after discussion with the Principal.

Students are advised that no adjustment of assessment marks is possible if a task has been attempted.  

3.10 Other Circumstances Relating to Illness or Misadventure


When students present for an examination or assessment task while ill, or fall ill during the course of the examination or assessment task, they may make an appeal for misadventure. Students must obtain a doctor’s certificate covering the day of the assessment. This should be submitted to the Head Teacher along with an Illness/Misadventure Form (Appendix 4) on the FIRST day of return to school.

If a student attends an assessment task or examination while ill or subject to the effects of other misadventure and the Deputy Principal supports their appeal, the following procedure will be followed:

· the paper will be marked along with all the others;

· the Head Teacher will examine the marks awarded compared to the student’s other assessment marks and other evidence of the student’s level of achievement;

· if the mark achieved is the same or better than previous results, no action will be taken; and
· if the mark is significantly below previous results, an estimated mark will be given.
In cases where an estimate is awarded, the Head Teacher, in consultation with the classroom teacher, will exercise their professional judgement, using all available evidence of achievement, to provide the most accurate estimate possible.
3.11 Late Attendance for Assessment Tasks or Examinations

Students who arrive late for an assessment task due to circumstances beyond their control should report to their classroom teacher or Head Teacher concerned. The Head Teacher will determine an appropriate course of action and an Illness/Misadventure Form must be completed.
3.12 Malpractice in Assessment Tasks or Examinations

Malpractice, or cheating, is “dishonest behaviour by a student that gives them an unfair advantage over others”. 
Malpractice includes:
· plagiarism (copying someone else’s work and claiming that it is your work);

· collusion (allowing someone to copy your work);

· using materials from books, journals, CDs or the internet without acknowledging the source 
· submitting work that has a large contribution from another person that is not acknowledged;

· communicating with other students during an assessment or examination; and
· using forbidden aids (this includes bringing secret notes, or any electronic device not specifically allowed into an assessment or examination, whether or not it is used).

Allegations of plagiarism or other forms of malpractice will be reported to the Head Teacher who will investigate the matter and, if proven, ZERO will be awarded for the section that has been plagiarised. In the case of cheating or using an electronic device, the whole examination will be cancelled and parents notified.

School strategies to avoid malpractice:
· teachers constantly remind students of good and ethical practice;
· teachers provide students examples on how to effectively reference books and websites; and
· signage in appropriate areas, including the Library, explaining aspects of good practice.
Consequences of malpractice
All assessment tasks done at school or at home must be the student’s own work. If any malpractice is proven, the task concerned scores zero. Allegations of malpractice will be investigated by the Head Teacher of the faculty concerned and referred to the Deputy Principal.

NESA treats malpractice in written tasks, examinations and practical work very seriously and takes measures to deal with students who are caught. Depending on the circumstances of the case, one or more of the following may apply:

· zero marks will be awarded for the examination/task in its entirety; and
· the student will be required to have an interview with the Deputy Principal.
Note:  the act of bringing notes, etc into a task/examination will attract a 100% penalty, irrespective of whether those notes were used.
3.13 Appeals Relating to Assessment Tasks
Appeals relating to assessments should be directed to the Head Teacher. Should the matter not be satisfactorily resolved, a student may make further application through the Deputy Principal.

3.14 Mobile Phones and Electronic Equipment
Mobile phones must be checked into the office each day.
Other than NESA-approved calculators (when required), no other electronic equipment will be permitted in examinations, or during in-class assessment tasks.

Any student in possession of a mobile phone, electronic watch or other electronic device during an examination will have their examination cancelled. A parent interview with the Deputy Principal will be organised.

3.15 Disability Provisions

A student may be granted disability provisions if they have:
· visual or auditory difficulties;

· learning difficulties;

· fine motor skills difficulties;

· illnesses such as diabetes;

· ongoing injuries that will impact on the student’s ability to complete an assessment task; 
· psychological difficulties; and
· a PLaSP (Personalised Learning and Support Plan).

Parents/caregivers must provide documentation and inform the school of their child’s disability. Successful applicants will be granted provisions as determined by NESA and the school.  These may include provision of a writer or reader, separate supervision, extra time, rest breaks, permission to use a computer for writing (in exceptional circumstances), large print examination papers or examinations printed on coloured paper.

Administration of Disability Provisions in the School

To ensure that a student is adequately supported, the following procedures should be followed:
1. The student notifies the Learning Support Head Teacher as soon as they receive an assessment notification. It will be the responsibility of the teacher to liaise with the Head Teacher and Learning Support Team to provide the student with adequate support and provisions.
2. If a computer is needed to provide disability provisions, the school will provide the computer with the appropriate material/software and the student will be closely supervised. A student may not use functions such as spelling or grammar checking, or other functions which may give the student an advantage over candidates sitting a pen and paper examination. A student may not format another student’s work beyond simple paragraphing. A computer calculator is not an approved calculator for NESA examinations. Simple drawing programs are permitted where a student is required to draw diagrams etc for an assessment task.
3.
If necessary, a reader or a writer will be provided to the student to support them in their completion of the task/exam. This will be determined by the Learning Support Head Teacher based on each student’s particular needs and NESA guidelines.

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The following assessment schedules provide students with information about the types of formal assessment tasks that will be used to assess student progress and achievement in each subject. 

Sometimes more than one task may be due on a given day.  This cannot always be avoided and will not be grounds for appeal as long as two weeks’ notice is given for each task.  Students should start tasks early to ensure completion by the due date.  

Tasks are marked according to success criteria which is provided to students with the assessment task notification.  

All work on assessment tasks must be the student’s own work and efforts.  Students must ensure that they are aware of the rules regarding plagiarism, which are found in this handbook. 

Students must learn to organise their time so that deadlines are met and do not cause unnecessary stress.  If problems arise, students must seek assistance from the key staff members in the school, the Year Adviser, the class teacher or Head Teacher, the Librarian, the Learning Support Team or students should attend the Homework Centre for specific tutoring or assistance. 

The schedules outline the expected time that the assessment will occur, exact dates will be provided to students on the Assessment Task Notifications.  At times, there may be unforeseen circumstances which delay the assessment task due date.  If this occurs, students will be notified and given 2 weeks’ notice of the new due date.  Please note that tasks will never be scheduled earlier than the assessment schedules in this handbook.
